In his short lecture on the origins
of St Andrew, Wor Bro Len Norman
spoke about a legend suggesting that
a Greek Monk called St. Rule was
warned in a dream and was directed
by an angel to take such of the
remains of St Andrew as he could to
the "ends of the earth" (which hap-
pened to be Scotland, where he was
shipwrecked), for safe-keeping. St.
Rule dutifully followed these direc-
tions, removing a tooth, an arm bone,
a kneecap and some fingers from St.
Andrew's tomb.

This Lodge sucessfully peti-
tioned for the formation of The Ashton
Lodge No 1105 and in March 1912 it
was duly formed.
